After five months or 41.7% of the
fiscal year, we have received $260,853
in revenues, which represents about 45%
of our budgeted revenues. In November
we received another $40,787 in current

ayear pledges and, as a result, our current

year pledges after the first five months
now represent 46% of the amount budg-
eted. In fact, we have received nearly
12% more in current year pledges for the
first five months of this year than we did

in the first five months last year.

UHouse rent and fund raising income
both continue to be significant sources
of income. Even though some other
revenue items continue to be signifi-
cantly below the amounts budgeted,
overall the revenue npicture currently
looks quite good.

With respect to expenses, we have
now spent a total of $213,733 or 37% of
the amount budgeted for expenses. As a
result, after five months our net income
is $47,119. Unlike the month of Octo-
ber, however, our net income for No-
vember was only $292. Thus, Novem-
ber, while still showing a positive net
income, only added slightly to our over-
all five-month positive net income
